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2006 CPBI reels off

The NSO, the agency mandated to provide quality
statistics, has started the field operations for the 2006
Census of Philippine Business and Industry (CPBI) and
the 2006 Input-Output Survey of Philippine Business
and Industry (IOSPBI). Trainings were conducted in all
regional and provincial offices nationwide. Distribution
of questionnaires to 57,404 sample establishments
began in May and collection started in June.

To promote awareness of accountants and
bookkeepers of large sample establishments about the
CPBI and IOSPBI, data advocacy were conducted in
NCR V and Cebu. These were also done to
disseminate the results of past surveys, increase the
response rate and at the same time distribute the
questionnaires, especially those establishments
considered as industry leaders.

Administrator Ericta and Director de Guzman served
as resource persons in both occasions. NSO-NCR VI
headed by OIC-PSO Deveraturda also arranged a TV

guesting to advertise the conduct of the census. The
program was aired live at NBN Channel 4 over the
program “The Morning Show” on June 13.

Collection of questionnaires is expected to last until
October this year. As of June 15, the number of CPBI
questionnaires received at the central office stood at
10.77 percent and 5.52 percent for the IOSPBI.
