Visiting photojournalists of Plan International
Norway recently concluded a trip to Payatas, QC to
observe and write an article on birth registration in the
Philippines as part of the Unregistered Children Project
(UCP).

The UCP of Plan International, being a child
focused development organization aimed at promoting
the rights and interest of the world’s children is a three-
year project being undertaken with NSO in 32
municipalities and two (2) cities in the Philippines
which includes Quezon City.

NCR Il staff headed by PSO Danilo R.
Cubinar, SCO Il Faith F. Rocamora and Asst. Stat.
E.R. Cruz arranged the visit of Mssrs. Birger and
Henning together with UCP Proj. Manager Rebecca
Patalen.

Lupang Pangako, Payatas, the site of the
infamous trashslide was selected as the site for their
trip. It took us the whole day of Saturday, November
25, 2000 to cover the dumpsite and other areas of
interest.

Mr. Birger and Henning had their first taste of
the colour and smell of the dumpsite. The two
journalists conducted an interview and took candid
pictures of the families residing in the area.

It was gathered from UCP Proj. Manager that
the two journalists were quite satisfied with their visit
here in the Philippines and that they will be sending us
a copy of their article as soon as they have finished it.

Employees

The start of year 2001 was marked by
budgetary problems. On the first working day of the
year, seven (7) Emergency Employees of the District
were told by PSO Cubinar during the a meeting that
the budget for their wages has not yet been approved
by the Department of Budget and Management and it
may take some time for its approval.

He encouraged them to take the Civil Service
Examination so that he could recommend them when
they apply for permanent positions in the District,
namely, Clerk Il and SCO 1. He then promised that he
is willing to recommend anybody among the casual
employees in the district who will pass the CSC
Eligibility Test.

Contractors, who has been of great help in folioing and
coding of Civil Registry Documents due to budgetary
constraints affect NCR II's Civil Registration and
Information Unit during the first few days of January.
Adjustments were done immediately so that it will not
affect the unit's performance. Regular staff worked
double time to cope-up with the change brought about
by the absence of DVSS Contractors.

NCR II's conference room had its baptism
when the 3 Level Training for the January 2001 Labor
Force Survey/Family Income and Expenditures Survey
(LFS/FIES) 2" Visit was held right here in our office
with PSO Cubinar, Statisticians Annie Lomugdang and
Strell Vargas

LFS is a quarterly activity of the Office to
monitor  the  increasing/depleting  employment
/unemployment level in the province and the prime
economic activity of the people. FIES, on the other
hand, gets the expenditure patterns of every Filipino
family. It also matches the said expenditures with the
families' aggregate income. This survey is conducted
every three years and the data gathered in the FIES
are sought after by different government agencies and
private sectors as basis of policy makers and as
economic indicators.

Participants are composed of Regular staff
and 13 Hired SRs. The five-day training was went
smoothly considering that the venue is now more
suitable with air-conditioning units functioning.

During the training emphasis and corrections
were made particularly with the FIES. Importances
were given on small items, which will be the basis for
economic indices.

As expected, Quezon City remains the top
contender for the millionaires club with a population of
2.1 million people and still growing. The City of Manila
and Caloocan with 1.7 million and 1.2 million people,
respectively.

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The growth rate of Quezon City registered at
1.35% for the year 2000, a decrease of 1.98
percentage points from the 1995 growth rate of 3.33%.
This is an indication that the growth of the population
for the last 5 years has significantly slowed.

The figures above were based on field
monitoring forms and are preliminary. The final result
of the 2000 Census of Population and Housing will
soon be released by the end of February.

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A Quick look at Quezon City

Demography

Quezon City is one of the largest cities in
the Philippines second only to Davao in terms of
land area. However in terms of population, QC
tops the millionaraires club with a 2.1 Million
population. The QC Population has slowed down
its increase as evidence by the growth rate of 1.78
% in the 1995-2000 censal year compared to the
fast growth rate of 3.34% in the 1990-95 census.

The average household size in Quezon City
has decrease by .26 percentage points from 4.70 in
1990-95 census to 4.50. The population density
increases by 1,025 persons per square km. An
indication that Quezon City is slowly becoming a
densely populated city in Metro Manila.

Employment and Unemployment (Source: Labor
Force Survey)

In July 2000, Quezon City has a total labor
force population of 1.386 million comprising of
persons 15 years and over. Out of the total labor
force population, 84.71% or 745 thousand were
employed a decrease of 2.46 percentage points from
the 1999 employment rate of 86.63%.
Correspondingly, there was an increase in the
unemployment rate of 13.37 % in July 1999 to the
July 2000 figure of 15.83%.

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Vital Statistics

Vital Statistics are administrative-
based statistics derived from registered births,
deaths, foetal deaths and marriages
documents, which are bases for establishing
civil status of individuals.

The NSO being recognized expert on
Civil Registration and the Central depository
of all civil registry documents, which are
bases for establishing civil status of
individuals.

NCR Il liaison for all the vital
documents from the Local Civil Registry of
Quezon City, folioed, coded and forwarded to
the Regional Office and subsequently
compiled.

Based on the actual number of
processed documents, a total of 20,788 live
births in QC were registered during the fourth
quarter of 2000. This implies an average of
226 births a day or 9 births in an hour.
Recorded deaths, on the other hand, totaled to
3,812 recorded deaths or approximately 41
persons died in a day or 2 deaths in an hour.

During the same period, there were
6,491 couples who legally tied the knots.
There are about 71 marriages that occurred in
a day or 3 couples united in an hour.
